In maths we have looked at patterns and have 
been able to create our own and complete 
patterns, recognising the next object in the 
sequence.  We have now begun to look at 

numbers, in particular 1, 2 and 3.  See if your child 
can spot these numerals in the environment and 
encourage them to show you the representation

We have also 
had a peek at the poetry we will be discussing 
within the coming week.  
 
In maths we have embarked on a tens and ones 
journey. It is a tricky concept but we are working 
hard and I am positive that in a few more sessions’ 
time each child will be able to confidently point out 
the numbers of tens and ones in each number. 
 
Also this week, we have spoken about memories. 
The children created a snapshot of their favourite 
memory and we have put them in our class memory 
box.
