You will receive a letter if your child’s 

attendance falls below 95%, if it doesn’t improve you may be asked into school for a meeting to discuss how we 

can support you to ensure your child attends within the recommended guidelines. It continues to be a big focus 

for the school in order to show the children the value we place on their learning. Thank you for your continued 

support.
